1) No More Bolero 
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    Instrumental
This is naturally not the original “Bolero” by Maurice Ravel but an arrangement by a dance orchestra.  Had I chosen the original, I would only have needed  a portion of a single piece of music for the entire show as Ravel’s bolero is over 15 minutes long.
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Joseph-Maurice Ravel (March 7, 1875 – December 28, 1937) was a French composer and pianist of the impressionistic period, known especially for the subtlety, richness and poignancy of his music. His piano, chamber music and orchestral works have become staples of repertoire.

Ravel's piano compositions, such as Miroirs and Gaspard de la Nuit, are virtuosic, and his orchestrations, as in Daphnis et Chloé and his arrangement of Modest Mussorgsky's Pictures at an Exhibition, are notable for their effective use of tonal color and variety of sound and instrumentation.

To the general public, Ravel is probably best known for his orchestral work, Boléro, which he considered trivial and once described as "a piece for orchestra without music." The composition has a very simple structure—it consists almost entirely of one melody and one countermelody, repeated over and over again, orchestrated differently each time, but otherwise unchanging. It begins quietly, with the melody played in C major by a flute over an ostinato rhythm played on a snare drum that continues throughout the piece.

2) Zorba The Greek

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Zorba the Greek (originally titled Alexis Zorbas) is a 1964 film based on the novel Zorba the Greek by Nikos Kazantzakis. The film was directed by Michael Cacoyannis and the title character was played by Anthony Quinn–who was not Greek but in fact Mexican American. The supporting cast included Alan Bates as a visiting Englishman. The theme, "Sirtaki" by Mikis Theodorakis, is famous.

The movie was shot on location on the Greek island of Crete. Specific places featured include the town of Chania, the Apokoronas region and the Akrotiri peninsula. The famous scene, in which Quinn's character dances the Sirtaki, was shot on the beach of the village of Stavros.

The movie won three Academy Awards. Lila Kedrova won the Oscar for Best Supporting Actress, Vassilis Fotopoulos won the Oscar for Best Art Direction in black-and-white set decoration, and Walter Lassally won the Oscar for Best Cinematography in black-and-white. Lassally's Oscar is shown in Tavern Christiana in Stavros.

3) Ποτέ την Κυριακή
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Never on Sunday (Greek: Ποτέ Την Κυριακή, "Pote Tin Kyriaki") is a 1960 black-and-white film which tells the story of Ilya, a prostitute who lives in the port of Piraeus in Greece, and Homer, an American tourist — a classical scholar enamored with all things Greek. Ilya is a character close to the "hooker with a heart of gold" cliché. Homer feels Ilya's life style typifies the degradation of Greek classical culture and attempts to steer her onto the path of morality. It constitutes a variation of the Pygmalion story, but in this case, the male character is not just trying to create, or shape, a mate that he can then consider suitable for him, he is also a cultural colonialist/tourist. Even though he only has book knowledge about Greece (ancient Greece, that is), and speaks no Greek, he purports to teach a native Greek, about who Greeks are. The idealistic Homer is met at every turn by a practical and wise Ilya, and when he fails to obtain the results he desired, he even violates the same morals and high standards that he so earnestly preached about. He is, in other words, the stereotypical missionary.

The film stars Melina Mercouri and Jules Dassin, and it gently submerges the viewer into Greek culture, including dance, music, and language (through the use of subtitles). The signature song and the bouzouki theme of the movie became hits of 1960s and brought Manos Hadjidakis, the composer, an Academy Award.

The movie was written and directed by Dassin.

It won the Academy Award for Best Song (Manos Hadjidakis for "Never on Sunday"). It was nominated for the Academy Awards for, respectively, Best Actress in a Leading Role (Melina Mercouri), Best Costume Design, Black-and-White, Best Director and Best Writing, Story and Screenplay - Written Directly for the Screen.
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MELINA MERKOYRI (Maria Amalia Merkouri). 
Greek actress and politician. She was internationaly known as Ilia, the good-hearted prostitute in the movie "Never on Sunday" 1960). She studied in National Drama School of Greece (1943-46) and made her debut on stage in 1944. In 1949 she is already the leading lady in the role of Blanch from "Sreetcar named Desire" of Tennessee Williams.

Kakojiannis' "Stella" was her first work on film in 1955. In 1965 she married the director Jules Dassin who directed her in the movies: "Never on Sunday", "Faedra" (1962), "TopKapi" (1964) and "A Dream of Passion" (1978).

Melina fought hard against dictatorship in Greece from abroad. After the fall of the dictators she came back in Greece and got involved in politics. In 1981 she elected with PA.SO.K. and appointed Minister of Culture. Her vision until her death was the return of Parthenon Marbles in Greece from the British Museum were they are kept since their removal in 19th century from Elgin.

Tens of thousands of Greeks surged into the streets of Athens as the body of "the last Greek goddess" was returned to her native soil on March 6, 1994.
